Virginia Higher Education Center in Abingdon, I-81 exit 14. Classes run until early May.

The price of the class is $125, which includes a copy of the Master Gardener Handbook.

Two people may register for $225 if they share one handbook. Maximum class size is 30. Registration ends
January 16, 2026
